The ViewStation and TV monitors should be turnedefore the starting time of your class
or meetinglf they are not turned on:

Turn on the Polycom ViewStation and “remote” (Somgnitor by pressing the red
power switch on the right side of the black cabieabinet with glass front).
Turn on the “local” TV monitor (Sharp) by pressiitg front panel power button.

For most conferences, a central control system ((K)@utomatically connects the
participating locations 15 minutes prior to the fesance start time. Conferences are usually
voice-activated. When sustained speech (severahdstis detected at a participating site,
the MCU selects that site as the view seen by cenée participants at the other sites.

* The ViewStation must be on just prior to the steme of your class or meeting in order for
an automatic conference connection to be madeuosite. If you are not automatically
connected by the start time of your conferenceagaecontact Technical Support to have
your location connected to the conference.

Make sure that the microphones are placed in aaldatation.
Your microphones must be on for others to hear
you; press the button on either microphone to open
(red light off) or mute (red light on) the microptes.
