
 

Undergraduate Level Courses Meeting State of Maine Endorsements  
 

BED 414 Business Education Methods - UMM           ONLINE 
Covers latest strategies for teaching business and computer courses. Classroom technique, procedures and evaluation are 
emphasized. Meets the business content area methods requirement for the State of Maine endorsement: Business Ed. Teacher.  
 

ECE 216 Survey of Exceptionalities - EMCC         TH 4:00 PM-6:45 PM        ITV 
Studies individuals with exceptionalities, birth to age 21; laws regarding persons with exceptionalities; and screening, pre-referral 
and referrals.  Meets the teaching the exceptional student in the regular classroom requirement for several State of Maine 
endorsements, including Elementary Teacher, Early Childhood Teacher, Secondary Subject Areas and others. 
 

ECS 307 Addressing Developmental Differences of Young Children - UMF     M 4:00 PM-6:45 PM             ITV 
Addresses developmental differences of young children with disabilities, including children with significant health care needs.  
Applies to Teacher of Students with Disabilities.  
 

EDT 535 Multimedia Design for Teaching and Learning - UM       ONLINE 
Develops skill in educational multimedia design and development using educational software found in most schools.  Applies to the 
State of Maine endorsement: Computer Technology. 
 

EDU 300 Media and Technology - USM           ONLINE 
Explores the role of educational technologies in the teaching-learning process and examines how computers and software plus other

EDU 320 Topics in Education: Foreign Language Teaching Methodology - UMM     ONLINE 
Introduces prospective teachers with teaching theories and practices of teaching a foreign language as a second language. Methods 
and techniques for instruction in reading, listening, speaking and writing will be reviewed.   Meets the world languages content area 
methods requirement for the State of Maine world language endorsements.  
 

EDU 336 Children's Literature - USM          ONLINE

EDU 351 Middle and Secondary Science Education Methods - UMM       ONLINE 
Provides students with experience and skills in planning, implementing, and assessing science inquiry activities for the middle and 
secondary level science classrooms.  Addresses the standards of Maine Learning Results, and the National Science Education 
Standards (NSES). Meets the State of Maine secondary science methods requirement for 7-12 life/physical science endorsements.  
 

EDU 371 Teaching Social Studies in the Elementary School - UMPI    M 7:00 PM-9:45 PM          ITV 
Examines objectives, methods, materials, and assessment techniques in social studies programs. Concepts, skills and values are 
emphasized through the construction of a teaching unit. This course meets the social studies content area methods requirement for 
the State of Maine endorsement: Elementary Teacher.  
 

ELL 475/MLC 598 Current Development ESL/EFL Contexts - UM         ONLINE 
Hybrid online-plus-workshops course instruction in principles of syllabus design and processes for ESL/EFL curriculum development. 
Applies to State of Maine endorsement: English as a Second Language Teacher.  
 

SED 310 Dimensions of Exceptionality - UMM        W  1:00 PM-3:45 PM   ITV 
Meets  the teaching students with exceptionalities requirement for the State of Maine endorsement: Teacher of Students with 
Disabilities and  meets teaching the exceptional student in the regular classroom requirement for several State of Maine 
endorsements, including: Elementary Teacher, Middle Level Teacher, Secondary Subject Area Teachers, and K-12 specialty areas 
such as Art, Music, Physical Education, and Health, educational specialist certificates; administrator certificates. 
 

SED 335 Program Planning and Curriculum Adaptation - UMFK           ONLINE 
Provides students with specific information about the special education laws affecting design and implementation of special 
education programs. Applies to State of Maine Endorsement: Teacher of Students with Disabilities. 
 

SED 362 Typical and Atypical Expressive and Receptive Language - UMM         ONLINE 
Informs future educators on the stages of expressive and receptive language by exploring syntax, morphology, semantics, 
phonology, and pragmatics, and  atypical development and individual differences, and how and why they occur.  Applies to the State 
of Maine endorsement: Teacher of Students with Disabilities. 
 

 
EPA 585 Understanding Mathematical Thinking in Grades K-4 - USM       ONLINE 
Meets the mathematics content area methods requirement for the State of Maine endorsement: Early Elementary Teacher K-3.  
 

EPS 512 Response to Intervention Methods for General and Special Education - USM      ONLINE 
Provides knowledge and the training necessary for response to intervention (RTI) methods in school settings.  Applies to the State of 
Maine endorsement: Teacher of students with Disabilities.

EPS 515 Training Paraprofessionals to work Effectively with Students with Autism - USM     ONLINE   
Examines the autism continuum; discusses teacher expectations; and examines responsibilities.  Applies to the State of Maine 
endorsement: Teacher of Students with Severe Disabilities. 
 

HCE 611 Medical and Psychological Aspects of Disability - USM      TH 7:00 PM-9:45 PM    VC 
Explores medical and psychological issues surrounding the concepts of disability and rehabilitation, emphasizing the medical model, 
diagnoses and treatment, functional assessment, and ethical issues.  Applies to State of Maine endorsement: Teacher of Students 
with Disabilities and Teacher of Students with Severe Disabilities. 
 

HRD 600 History and Philosophy of Adult Education - USM            ONLINE 
Examines historical and philosophical foundations of adult education, key trends, and theoretical constructs. Applies to the State of 
Maine endorsement: Adult and Community Education Administrator. 

 

 MLC 598 /ELL 475 Current Development ESL/EFL Contexts - UM            ONLINE 
Principles  of syllabus design and processes for ESL/EFL curriculum development. Applies to State of Maine endorsement: English as 
a Second Language Teacher. 
 

SED 552 Working with Families of Students with Disabilities - UM           ONLINE 
Models for consulting with families of children and youth with disabilities. Applies to the State of Maine endorsement: Teacher of 
Students with Disabilities. 
 

SEDP 614 Methods of Teaching Mathematics for Students with Special Needs - USM          ONLINE 
For practicing teachers. Focuses on teaching methods and new teaching approaches in mathematics used with students with special 
needs.  Applies to State of Maine endorsement: Teacher of Students with Disabilities. 
 

SEDP 659 Education of the Gifted and Talented - USM         F 4-8:00 PM & S 8:00 AM-12:30 PM        VC 
Examines identification procedures,  curriculum development and implementation, administration and classroom management, staff 
development and community involvement, and evaluation of student growth and program effectiveness. Applies to the State of 
Maine endorsement: Gifted/Talented Teacher.  
 

SEDP 687 Technology for Learning and Communicating - USM            ONLINE 
Introduces the use of technology, including assistive technology, focusing on those individuals with special learning and 
communication needs.  Applies to the State of Maine endorsement: Computer Technology.  
 

 

ECE 110 Child and Adolescent Development - EMCC               S 9:00 AM-11:45 AM  Sep 6 - Dec 13   ITV 
Studies stages of development from prenatal periods through adolescence. Physical, cognitive and social/emotional domains of 
development will be emphasized. EMCC A.S. in Early Childhood Education and A.S. in Education students must achieve a grade of C 
or better to pass the course.   Mandatory Lab Date: November 8, 2008.  
 

ECE 112 Health, Safety and Nutrition - EMCC       W 4:00 PM-6:45 PM    ITV 
Addresses issues related to the promotion of children's health (body, mind, spirit, social and emotional), with an emphasis on 
nutritional needs of young children. This course may be applied to the EMCC Early Childhood Certificate.  
  

ECS 307 Addressing Developmental Differences of Young Children - UMF     M 4:00 PM-6:45 PM   ITV 
Addresses developmental differences of young children with disabilities, including children with significant health care needs. 
  

EDT 545 Info Security K-12 Environment - UM          ONLINE 
Covers privacy and security in the educational environment from several perspectives: legal issues, social and ethical concerns, 
standards and policy development. Computers are available at centers statewide and at sites by appointment.  
 

EDT 598 Special Topics: IT Open Source in Education - UM         ONLINE 
This course is designed to help educators understand how free and open source software can be used in K-12 education. Students 
will learn about open source technologies and discuss their uses in the schools. 
 

EDU 626     The Writing Process ς USM                S 8:30 AM-4:30 PM*   ONSITE 
This course focuses on the study of writing development in children and how teachers can facilitate writing through a process 
approach. Many writing strategies for the classroom and the individual writer will be modeled and put into practice. * Course meets 
on 9/6, 9/27, 10/4, 10/25, 11/15, & 12/6 
 

SED 330 Mathematics in Special Education - UMM            ONLINE 
Focuses on Maine Learning Results, national mathematics standards, instructional strategies and assessment techniques, and 
organizational structures related to teaching mathematics to diverse learners in elementary schools.  Does not apply to any State of 
Maine endorsement. 
 

HCE 610 Introduction to Rehabilitation Counseling and Services - USM    TH 4:00 PM-6:45 PM     VC 
Provides an orientation to the counseling profession, focusing on rehabilitation concepts, services and settings.  Applicability to State 
of Maine endorsement, School Counselor, is determined by the graduate program.
